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Uncomplicated UTIs
Uncomplicated UTIs occur in a structurally and functionally 
normal urinary tract. Acute cystitis and pyelonephritis are 
generally considered uncomplicated in non-pregnant women. 
Cystitis is an infection of the superficial bladder mucosa.
Acute uncomplicated cystitis and pyelonephritis are most  
commonly caused by Escherichia coli (70% to 90% of cases).  
Infection with Klebsiella pneumoniae and Proteus mirabilis  
occur less frequently.
